Homework for each week will be
available at noon each Monday. That week’s homework will be due by noon the following Monday. 1
will be calling parents on Tuesday of each week, if I have not received an assignment from a student.

If they are turned in to me through email, T will replay to the email with my feedback, If the
homework assignment is physically turned into the school, I will write the feedback on the assignment
and put it in the next weeks pile to be picked up.
